He is currently an advisory committee 
member for policy affairs at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.  He is now writing political columns for Daily 
Newspapers and is organizing various activities for inter-Korean dialogue and cooperation. 
 
Before joining Seoul National University, 
he taught at Korea Military Academy and Sogang Jesuit University. He earned his Ph.D in Political Science at
