Retired from the Foreign Service in 1982. Past board member of various investment funds, educational 
institutions and non-profit organizations including Refugees International and the Johns Hopkins University 
School of Advanced International Studies. International observer group 1993 and 1994 Sri Lanka elections, 
elections adviser OSCE Mission to Bosnia Herzegovina 1996,1997. Articles in the The New York Times, The  
Wall Street Journal, The Washington Post and The Christian Science Monitor.
